Determining cardiovascular risk
in pregnancy

Low-risk features
Small left-to-right shunt
Repaired lesion without residual cardiac dysfunction
Isolated mitral valve prolapse without significant regurgitation
Bicuspid aortic valve without stenosis
Mild-to-moderate pulmonary stenosis
Valvular regurgitation with normal ventricular systolic function

Intermediate-risk features
Unrepaired or palliated cyanotic congenital heart disease
Large left-to-right shunt
Uncorrected coarctation of the aorta
Mitral stenosis
Moderate aortic stenosis
Prosthetic valve
Severe pulmonary stenosis
Moderate-to-severe systemic ventricular dysfunction

High-risk features
New York Heart Association class Il or IV symptoms
(markedly limited physical activity or unable to perform
any physical activity without symptoms)
Significant pulmonary hypertension
Marfan syndrome with aortic root or major valvular involvement
Eisenmenger syndrome
Severe aortic stenosis
